Coyote Brush Tracks Along
Skyline

Get ready to howl. Like its furry namesake, coymtesh
(Baccharis pilularig is widely distributed throughout many
different areas of California, including chaparrabodland
edges, grasslands, and disturbed areas.

Coyote brush, also known as
chaparral broom, is typically a 2
to 9 foot, erect shrub with a
taproot up to 10 feet long.

Inland plants, away from the
drying effects of salt spray, are
taller than those along the coast.
The leggy branches are
longitudinally grooved, gray and
brown, with leaves clustered
toward the ends.

The alternate, oblong leaves are
% to 1" long with short petioles
and irregularly toothed margins.
There are tiny resinous dots
along their surfaces which make them look shinynondays

and give off a smell. This both discourages hentdg and

cools the plant.

Flowers bloom from August through October. Thenfdaare
dioecious, with separate male and female plantale Mowers
have small cream-colored disc flowers (no ray flsyevith
showy yellow anthers. Female flowers also havaroreolored
disc flowers, but with white to beige tufts of tkjspappus
hairs. In fall and winter, the long pappus haidsia catching
the wind, helping to distribute the ultra light deecross long
distances. While still on the plant, the long pappairs give
the shrubs an overall wooly appearance, as if theight the
hair of a coyote as it passed by.

Coyote brush is associated with a large numbeiffeirdnt
insect species. As a late bloomer, it is an ingrdrhectar
source for many predatory wasps, small butterfhesl native
flies. Several insects, including midges, alsorfgalls.
Plants are somewhat fire tolerant, re-sproutinghftbe base.
But coyote brush is primarily a pioneer speciemdpéne first
to grow in disturbed areas. The wind can bringlsee from
far away. Then coyote brush germinates well inemahsoil
with plenty of sunlight. The spring seedling’s idip growing
taproot allows the new plants to follow availablater as
summer drought progresses. Over the years, asttake hold
nearby, coyote brush can become quite tall, regdointhe
sunlight, until it eventually gets shaded out. M&tnew
disturbance, the cycle can start all over again.

Native Californians used coyote brush tea as argeremedy,
including as a wash to treat poison oak rash. Ei&ymade
arrow shafts from the light weight branches.

Hike to Grizzly Flat to See
The Ladybugs

Start at the Grizzly Flat parking lot in Upper Steg Creek
County Park on Skyline about 3 miles south ofititersection
with Page Mill/Alpine, or 3 miles north of the imgection of
RT9 and Skyline. Go through the opening in theéeon the
east side of Skyline. Two trails leave from thislpentrance.
Follow the broad jeep road on the left is the wskkd and
better-graded route. You descend through oak audtane
woods where in summer the madrone leaves cruneisquhdly
underfoot. About half way down, the steep grassyes of
Monte Bello Ridge come into sight on the far sifi¢he
canyon.

Black oaks and canyon oaks form a dense woodlare] het as
you descend farther into the canyon you see intrgasimbers
of Douglas firs. Near the creek you find yourselé forest of
large firs and maples. Although some wood cuttiag
occurred in the past in the upper part of this ptmé lower
canyon’s great firs, five or six feet in diametare a fragment
of virgin forest. Big-leaf maples filter the light the bottom of
the canyon, and a mosaic of the large, deeply |tdmebs of
Colts Foot edges the stream. Here you will findicé sites for
a picnic.

The meadow above the creek is a ladybug winteiiteg s
protected by a fence but one can easily see thdesard
thousands; truly an amazing sight. Ladybugs atkeging
now, and will disperse in response to increasingleiagth in
the spring.

Return to Skyline by retracing your steps (GrizZzlgt — north
trail), or following the left fork (Grizzly Flat south trail) about
a mile above the ladybug spot as you ascend. Iéisarely
pace you will take an hour and a half to get backkyline., a
delightful trip in the shade of the hills. As yolimb out of the
canyon, you will want to pause often to look betwéee dark
firs at Monte Bello Ridge.

Distance: 4 miles round trip. Time: 2 % hours.

Our local Patrick Congdon,
who was for many years a
volunteer with the South
Skyline Fire and Rescue
and is now a fire behavior
specialist (besides his 'day
job"), talked about how we
got to the increased
wildland fire conditions
that we have today, and
what we as a community
can do about it:

As ranching on the Skyline started decreasingén th
thirties many fields re-grew with chaparral and @®0
At the same time the CDF (now CalFire) fire stagion
at Skylonda and Saratoga Gap were established,

greatly enhancing local fire suppression.

In the fifties the commuters began arriving, clegri

bits of woods and chaparral and building homes.

The South Skyline and Las Cumbres volunteer fige an
rescue departments were formed nearly 35 years ago,
peaking at about 30 trained volunteers. This added
greatly to available fire suppression. Now the two
groups have combined and there are only 8 volusiteer
The effects of global warming on Skyline over tastl
40 years have been dramatic. The start of high fir
season in the area has sprung forward from August t
this year, May! Here are a few things we can do to

protect our community:

Establish our individual home 100 foot (and
more when on a hill) defensible space.

Join the Volunteer Firefighters!!

Start our own tri-county Fire Safe Council to
plan and act as a community to actively

improve our protection from wildfire.

Pat went on to describe how the practice of wildlfire
fighting has changed over the past decade or sav®

Instead of aggressively attackifires, fire
fighting planners now tend to back off, letting mdand burn as
they set up their defensive positions.

Wildland Fire near Castle Rock

On July 14 a wildfire suddenly erupted in one @& thost
remote and inaccessible spots in the Natural Rresethin
Castle Rock State Park. Days of aerial water drioasi
working inmate crews, and skilled incident manageantieited
the fire to less than 20 acres and prevented daggation that
could have engulfed much of the Park and surrogndreas.

Because of its location at the bottom of steepstiyges leading
up to the ridge tops along Skyline Blvd., Cal Rwek no
chances and attacked the fire with all possibleusss. Cargo
size helicopters ferried water from nearby laked tavin and
even four engine tankers dove dramatically intodbep canyon
to make precision drops of bright red fire retatda@round
crews, most of them Department of Corrections iesat
worked in the heat on steep slopes and in densh land
poison oak to cut a containment line while avoidiveger drops
from the air and falling rocks and tree trunks krextloose by
the drops. Two helipads were cleared by hand @il &molls

to ferry in hand crews, equipment, and rubber drafivgater to
fill their backpack fire pumps. Crews came in framfar away
as San Diego and New Mexico. Dozens of backupsrew
engines, and tankers were parked along Skylindesrdady in
case conditions deteriorated.

The fire started on Kings Creek about 3/4 mile detnaam
from Castle Rock Falls. The cause is still offigiander
investigation but neighbors familiar with the asespect an
improperly extinguished illegal campfire by illegampers in a
closed area of the Park. It is not uncommon foraats to
camp in isolated spots in the drainages alongdhghsrn
boundary of the Park.

Access difficulties delayed ground crews from réaglhhe fire
for nearly a day. In the 1950s, Cal Fire had kaiire road thru
the area from Skyline to Waterman Switch in antitign of
such a fire. Unfortunately neither they nor StadekB had done
any maintenance on it for years. As a resultfiteeengine in
had to stop frequently to clear downed trees alheinfaocks.
Once they got as close as possible by road theyoheuat a mile
long trail by hand along an ancient woodcuttersiroacause
State Parks policies prevented the use of a bididiozthe
Natural Preserve. Then they laid 6000 feet ofliibse over a
route having more that 500 feet of elevation dédfere. The
resulting pressure caused the hose to burst frélgusowing
effort to extinguish the fire. Later they usedtpbte pumps to
supply the hoses from pools in Kings Creek.

In an effort to supply water over a downhill ro@al Fire
attempted at one point to run a fire hose fronoldeSmead
orchard near Skyline Blvd. down to the fire. Idaft work out
because of terrain, length, and pressure buildetpHe
bulldozer used in the initial investigation inadesitly dug up a
huge cache of old tires buried in a former dumg. sit
Unfortunately those tires are now exposed and taiskafor
creating a toxic hazard should they be ignitedniotler fire. It
is unclear what if anything will be done about thézard.

Viewed from Goat Rock the area on fire appeardukto
smoldering with lots of smoke and an occasionaftdtare of
red flame when a dry tree or thicket of brush wauddenly
burst into flames.
